	Prejudice Appeals

	Rosherville Church of England Academy is a smaller than average school that predominately serves the area of Northfleet North. It comprises 6 classes, 5 of which are housed in old modular buildings. 
A visit by Department for Education officials deemed the classroom provision at Rosherville not fit for purpose. The majority of the school is currently housed in inadequate small mobiles. Only one classroom is located in the Victorian school building. There are plans to relocate the school to a purpose built 1FE site but not for at least 2 years as determined by KCC budget. The Area Education Officer is well aware of the inadequate provision for pupils currently on site and has discussed the dreadful state of the buildings with the CEO of AAT. Any further children admitted over the PAN would place a further strain on the facilities at this time.

Admitting over our standard number would not impact on class size legislation but could however impact on future class organization with mixed age classes at our school in future years.

Five out of the six classrooms are in temporary accommodation. Whilst the mobile classrooms meet the required standard, space and access are very limited. Admitting over our standard number would put additional pressures on the learning and teaching environment.

Children eat lunch in the school hall in two sittings to accommodate the number of children in our school at lunchtime. This space is also used for physical education and daily acts of worship. Additional children put further pressure on this multi-use space.

Accessibility within our school site is limited. There are stairs to each mobile classroom and corridors for access in the older parts of the building are very narrow which would impact on children with specific physical needs. Therefore, an increase in pupil, numbers would exasperate this further. 
Resources are organised following the model of 20 in each year group, for example; laptops, computers and I pads. Admitting above our PAN would put increased strain on these resources and would prejudice access to the 20 children already in the classes.
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
